Purchasing paper and paper products
made from recycled paper “closes the loop” on the flow of that
material, conserving the resources needed to make it and

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Purpose and Content

“KNOW YOUR PRINTING PAPER — A Guide to Purchasing Recycled Content Paper for Corporate
Stationery and Promotional Materials” builds upon the information about recycled content office
papers collated in the “Know Your Paper — A Guide to Recycled Content Office Papers” released in
2000, and subsequently updated in 2002.

This Guide is to assist both the printing industry and its customers to select and use recycled
content paper to print corporate stationery and promotional materials.

Research' has shown that “community (especially corporate) attitudes towards environmental
awareness, particularly the use of recycled paper” are a factor affecting demand.

This Guide attempts to influence those attitudes through the provision of information and
education, contributing to a greater acceptance and broader use of recycled content papers.

The aim of this Guide is to provide information to assist anyone thinking about switching to
recycled content paper to print corporate stationery and promotional materials, such as:

B business cards

B company letterhead

B annual reports

B “with compliments” slips

B corporate brochures

B promotional fliers

The “Know Your Printing Paper Guide” provides:

B A comprehensive listing of recycled content papers suitable for corporate stationery
and promotional materials, readily available in New South Wales.

B Contact details for companies that supply the papers.

B Cohesive tabulated information about the available recycled content printing papers,
their characteristics and functionality.

B Answers to some commonly asked questions about recycled content printing papers.

B An overview of other environmental considerations — beyond just recycled content -
when buying paper products.

B General information about recycled content papers and broader sustainability issues.

Much of the information detailed in this Guide is based on data and information obtained from
manufacturers and suppliers of the papers. It should be noted that the information is subject to
change as existing products are improved or discontinued and new products become available in
the Australian market place. The Guide is therefore unlikely to represent ALt grades of recycled
content printing paper available at a given time and print customers are encouraged to talk to
their suppliers about the availability of new grades.

It is designed to provide an overview and straightforward information about what recycled
content printing papers are available, what they are made of, where they come from, what they
are suitable for and how to get them.

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Why “buy recycled” corporate stationery and
promotional materials?

Despite the rapid development of electronic communication systems, the continued growth of
the economy is increasing the demand for paper products, with printing and writing papers
showing the strongest growth®.

In the 2001-2002 financial year, Australians used 1.23 million tonnes of printing and writing
paper®. This consumption is equivalent to approximately 30 million trees, based on the estimate
that the manufacture of 1 tonne of virgin printing paper consumes the equivalent of around 24
trees*.

Printing corporate stationery and promotional materials provides a reliable and diverse market
for the printing industry; for example, the banking and finance sector’s corporate printing needs
comprises 20% of the total market for printers®. Because of this, changing to recycled content
papers for these corporate uses could make a substantial impact on the growth in the
manufacture and availability of these products.

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Buying recycled makes good business sense

In an era of increased corporate transparency, and greater public and government expectations
about reduced “environmental impacts” of the corporate sector, purchasing recycled content
stationery and promotional materials provides an opportunity to:

B Implement sustainability in the workplace. Businesses are under increasing pressure to

change their day to day practices through pollution prevention, product and service
redesign, and waste reduction and recycling. Purchasing recycled content products is an
easy, measurable change that all businesses can make to contribute to waste reduction
while maximising the use of our precious resources.

Market a “green” image to customers, stakeholders and/or regulators. The use of recycled
content papers is a tangible way to publicly demonstrate your company’s environmental
and social responsibility. This makes good business sense, as demonstrated in the US,
where consumers who value the environment, health, and sustainable living are
generating a $US226.8 billion marketplace for “green” goods and services®. Furthermore,
international polls have demonstrated that good environmental performance can
positively impact customer retention’.

Encourage a culture of innovation by making business-focused environmental
improvements.

Support National Packaging Covenant objectives. The National Packaging Covenant aims
to reduce the quantity of packaging, as well as to increase the use of recovered materials
as raw material input into new products. If relevant to your business, the use of recycled
content papers could be included in your National Packaging Covenant “Action Plan”.

Reinforce in-house recycling systems by “buying back” some of the materials that are sent
away for recycling as new products.

Place more emphasis on the environment through business accountability.

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Buying recycled is good for the environment....

There are sound ecological reasons for recycling paper and buying products that are
manufactured from recovered fibres. When you are considering “environmental attributes” of
paper stock for your company or advising a client on the different options for their business,
consider “buying recycled” for the following reasons:

Buying Recycled ...

... reduces the consumption
of natural resources Using recycled content paper helps to reduce pressure on our forest
resources as the recycled fibres provide an alternative feedstock for the
production of new paper.

In Australia there are now 20 billion fewer trees than when Europeans
first settled here in 1788°. They have been felled to provide timber and to
make way for development. Forests are vital for supporting biodiversity,
regulating temperature and maintaining air quality.

Trees used for papermaking are sourced from native forests and,
increasingly, softwood and eucalyptus plantations. Using recycled paper
minimises the environmental impacts of harvesting, manufacturing and
transportation associated with the production of paper from virgin
materials.

About 600,000 tonnes of paper and cardboard are sent to landfill in
NSW every year®.

Recycling paper and buying recycled ensures that valuable resources are
not disposed of to landfill, where they break down and emit greenhouse
gases such as methane, and have the potential to release toxic leachate
into the soil and groundwater.

Every time you buy recycled content paper you are reducing our reliance
on landfills.

Producing paper from recovered fibres consumes 60-70% less energy
than manufacturing paper from virgin pulp, therefore decreasing the
generation of greenhouse gases™.

Papermaking is the most water-intensive manufacturing industry per
tonne of finished product. Producing paper from recovered fibres
consumes 55% less water than manufacturing paper from virgin pulp®.

Given the water shortages and restrictions we currently face in Sydney
and throughout New South Wales, buying and using recycled paper will
contribute to conserving our limited water resources.

Buying recycled helps to minimise greenhouse gases such as methane
and carbon dioxide:

| Paper disposed to landfill is a significant contributor to methane
gas, which has a global warming potential that is 21 times more
damaging than carbon dioxide™.

| Using recycled fibres means that trees are preserved as a carbon
sink, meaning that carbon dioxide is locked up and oxygen is
emitted.

Australia has a commitment to reduce greenhouse gas emissions™.
Overall, there is approximately a 2.5 tonne carbon dioxide equivalent
saving for every tonne of recycled content printing paper manufactured.

When you buy recycled content paper you are helping to create demand
for these products, which in turn supports companies to improve paper
collection and processing infrastructure.

The paper manufacturing industry in Australia is installing increased
paper recycling capacity and providing a strong market for clean
recycled paper.

Moves are also being made to improve sorting, which will help to
increase the value of recycled content papers in the manufacture of new
paper products, particularly high quality printing paper®.

By purchasing and using recycled content printing papers you are filling
a crucial role in the recycling process by providing viable end use
markets for a range of recycled content paper products.

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A note for print managers
and graphic designers

Print managers and graphic designers are in a unique position to
influence the demand for recycled content printing papers. As in
many other industries, graphic designers are facing the
challenge of considering the lifelong impact of the products

they create. Increasingly, producers need to consider their J
responsibility beyond the time their product is used, and for

graphic designers in particular, this includes among other issues,

whether materials such as paper are made with recycled

content.

A recent poll by Icograda (“International Association of Graphic
Designers”, a voluntary organisation of graphic designers concerned
with design and visual communication, also representing designers
role in society and the economy) found that 63% of graphic
designers believed that they could influence positive change in the
world by encouraging clients to implement sustainable solutions'.
Encouraging the use of recycled content products is one such
positive demonstration of sustainability.

Greater consumer awareness about environmental issues is
influencing purchasing decisions. Increasingly, companies need to
demonstrate that they have sound environmental credentials. The
franchise printers “Kinko’s International” in Australia use 50%
recycled content papers as standard practice in their self serve
machines, as specified in their Environment Policy™. Other Australian
franchise based printers such as Kwik Copy, Snap Printing and Pink
Panther will provide recycled content paper when requested by the
customer'®.

Furthermore, in the United States, Kinko’s Inc. is responding to the
changing market place and recently upgraded seven of its paper
lines from 30% to 100% post-consumer recycled content paper
stock. They have also added the first Forestry Stewardship Council-
certified paper to their product line. This is supported by Kinko’s
new Forest-Based Product Procurement Policy, which incorporates a
strict set of vendor requirements and establishes a central set of
recycled content standards".

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Recycled content printing papers ~
how do they compare?

The term “recycled content paper” covers a multitude of grades, which
have different characteristics and qualities. There are now high quality
grades that enable first-class, clean finish and colour.

Tables 1 and 2 on following pages have been prepared to help users of
this Guide to source paper that meets both environmental preferences
and performance needs. The tables enable easy comparison of the
characteristics and recommended use of different brands of paper.
Table 1 provides the general characteristics of recycled content printing
papers and Table 2 provides manufacture details of the recycled content
and printing suitability. The various column headings of the two tables
are explained below.

General characteristics of recycled content printing paper

Grammage (GSM)

This is the weight of paper or paperboard expressed in grams per
square metre.

Coated or uncoated

Coated paper is any paper that is covered with a smooth, glossy surface
which retains ink gloss that can otherwise be absorbed by uncoated
papers. The term “coated paper” covers a wide range of qualities, basis
weights and end uses. Coating formulations can be complex and
include pigments such as titanium dioxide, adhesives (eg. polymer
emulsions) and additives such as polyphosphates and dyes.

Colours/textures

Recycled content printing papers are available in a range of the
different colours and textures, which may be suitable for different
purposes.

Paper size

Paper size describes the sheet size and/or form of the available stock
for different brands and different grammages.

Finish
Printing papers are available in a number of finishes, including dull or
matt, gloss or semi-gloss, satin or silk.

CIE Whiteness

CIE Whiteness is an internationally recognised standard of paper
brightness developed in Europe by the Centre Internationale d’Eclairage
(CIE). The higher the score the whiter the paper will be. This can

often be important for “clarity” of printed colour images. The relative
whiteness of many brands of recycled paper has improved over

recent years due to technological advances in the manufacture

of recycled paper.

Whiteness may be a purchasing factor but it is important to

remember that it is an aesthetic consideration and not an indicator of
performance. Further, note that whiteness is not always applicable for
printing papers, which are available in a range of colours and textures.

Archival properties

Many recycled papers are not recommended for archival purposes
because the history of the recycled fibre that has gone into the
manufacture of the paper is unknown. Manufacturers will not
guarantee paper as of archival quality unless they know the quality of
the fibre used to manufacture the paper.

Paper used for archiving must be acid free (have a pH of no less than
7.0) and be lignin free (made with less than 1% lignin, which is an
organic substance that, with cellulose, forms the chief part of woody
tissue and is the bonding element which holds wood fibres together).

Acid free (or alkaline) and lignin free papers are preferable to acidic
papers as they maintain quality over a long timeframe and are suitable
for long-term storage. Acid papers tend to “yellow” with age and the
presence of lignin causes paper to change colour and become brittle.

Printing Suitability
Printing suitability lists the applications in which the paper is

recommended by the manufacturer, ie. either laser, offset or digital
printing.

Manufacture details of recycled content printing paper

Country of manufacture

The country of manufacture refers to the area where the paper was
manufactured, and not necessarily where the fibre was sourced.

Fibre composition

The term “recycled content” refers to paper with a certain proportion of
recycled fibre, and does not necessarily mean that the paper is 100%
recycled fibre.

All the papers listed in this guide contain a proportion of fibre that has
been recovered from pre- or post-consumer waste streams for recycling.
The higher the percentage, the greater the amount of recycled fibre.

Fibre source

Printing paper can be manufactured from fibres sourced from native or
plantation forests, pre- and post-consumer waste streams, recovered
fibre, alternative fibres such as hemp, bagasse (sugarcane), cotton or a
blend of the different fibres. Details on fibre source in this guide have
been provided, where available, in terms of pre- and post-consumer
waste stream and/or forest type.

It is particularly important to understand the true source of fibres used
because the definitions of pre- and post-consumer waste in Australia
and New Zealand can differ to those used overseas.

Origin of fibre source

This refers to the country that the recovered or new fibre has been
sourced from.

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Bleaching agent

Bleaching agents are used during the pulping of virgin wood fibres and
the whitening of recovered paper. The type of bleaching agent used in
paper manufacturing is an important factor. The use of chlorine as a
bleaching agent is being discouraged due to health and environmental
concerns associated with the production of organochlorines and other
potentially harmful substances. As a result of this, some office papers
are now manufactured and described as:

B Totally Chlorine Free (TCF) or Elemental Chlorine Free (ECF) ~
made without chlorine gas and using less harmful chlorine
derivatives; or

B Processed Chlorine Free (PCF) ~ recycled paper not
re-bleached with chlorine.

The last section in this Guide provides websites which contain more
information about other environmental aspects of recycled content
papers.

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Myths and realities about recyled
content paper and paper recycling

Myth:  “Using recycled content paper will void product warranties.”

Reality: “Recycled content printing papers do not automatically void product warranties.”
The quality of recycled content printing paper has improved dramatically in the past few years
but there is still a lingering perception that recycled content paper is of a lesser quality and has
the potential to negatively affect printing machinery or equipment.

When consulted about this issue, printing equipment manufacturers were outwardly positive and
supportive of the use of good quality recycled content paper, provided the paper meets the
specifications for the machinery. Companies understand that like all paper products, there is
variation in the quality of different brands of recycled paper and each brand should be treated on
a case by case basis. Many company representatives see the importance of implementing sound
environmental practices and the need to make a commitment to sustainability.

Trade Practices Act 1974

Claims that the use of recycled office paper will increase the cost of service agreements and violate
product warranties or that only a company specific brand of paper can be used in their equipment, can
both actually be violations under the Trade Practices Act 1974.

Under the Trade Practices Act 1974, it is an offence to mislead the public about the characteristics or
suitability for purpose of any goods. It is also an offence to make a false or misleading representation
about the exclusion or effect of any condition, warranty or guarantee.

If a competitor’s recycled paper is identical or equivalent in performance to their own, equipment
manufacturers or suppliers cannot legally discriminate against the competing products. This applies to
both misleading claims about competing products and also attempts to establish bias through
conditions in service contracts and warranties.

As a result an office equipment manufacturer cannot legally discourage the use of recycled paper
if it meets the specifications for the machine in which it will be used. The Competition and Consumer

Commission can also be contacted by anyone wishing to seek further information.

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Myth:  “Paper that is supposedly collected for recycling doesn’t get recycled.”

Reality: “Sorted, uncontaminated paper gets recycled into new products.”

Community surveys commonly report that there are still some “recycling atheists” who maintain
the belief that “materials collected for recycling just go to landfill, so why bother*”.

This is an incorrect perception. In recent years there has been considerable investment in the
recycling industry and associated technologies. Paper does in fact get recycled into a number of
products, one of which is printing paper.

Buying and using recycled content paper is just one step in the recycling process. On the flip side
to “buying recycled” content products is sorting and collecting high quality paper to provide stock
for recycling.

The recycling process itself can however, impact the recyclability of paper — and this includes your
commitment to recycling, ie. if paper becomes contaminated during the collection process it may
not be able to be recycled. Table 3 describes the recycling process, ie. the “paper trail” through the
phases of purchase, use, sorting, collection, re-manufacture and re-purchase.

Generally, the recycling process runs smoothly as described by the “best case scenario”. However,

things can go wrong in the different stages of the recycling process as described in the “worst
case scenario”. This highlights the important role that the “end user” plays in the collection,
separation and purchase phases of the recycling process.

Recycling Process

1. Sorting —end users

2. Collection

3. Sorting — materials

Best Case

Paper is placed in a separate bin for recycling.

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Myth:  “It’s only recycled if it’s 100% recycled fibre.”

Reality: “Recycled papers containing less than 100% recycled content still have
environmental benefits.”

It is sometimes suggested that using a paper that is 50% or 80% recycled is “not truly” supporting
recycled products because the product is not manufactured from 100% recycled fibre. There

are physical limits to the extent to which paper can be recycled. Paper fibres can only be recycled
five or six times, as they become damaged during the recycling process, shrink and break, so
eventually they are not strong enough to form paper. Hence there is often a need for some
recycled content paper to contain a percentage of new fibre. When wastepaper is used to make
recycled products, it is generally not possible to determine how many times the paper has
previously been recycled, which can impede the ability to guarantee paper quality from batch to
batch.

Selecting a printing paper that contains any percentage of recycled fibre is environmentally
beneficial. Using a high quality paper with an appropriate mix of new and recycled fibres will
enable both the desired finish quality and support for recycling systems.

Overall, it is necessary to ensure a balance between purchasing a paper that meets both your
environmental preferences and performance requirements in terms of both reliability and quality
of the final print. What is important is that you choose the highest recycled content that is fit for
your purpose.

Myth: ‘It is only recycled if it’s manufactured from post-consumer waste.”

Reality: “Both pre- and post-consumer wastes are valuable resources that should be diverted

from landfill.”

The reality is, any wasted paper resources recovered for recycling, whether pre- or post-consumer,
reduce the need for virgin material (trees) to produce new paper and cardboard products.

However, the rationale for purchasing products manufactured from fibres recovered from the
post-consumer waste stream is that it creates markets for materials recovered from recycling
programs and diverts materials disposed of further down the supply chain. In simple terms,
utilising the post-consumer waste stream helps to maximise the reuse of resources.

A point to remember, however, is that whether the source of recycled fibre is from printers’
offcuts, office waste or sourced from kerbside collections, it is all a reusable resource that should
be diverted from landfill. Pre-consumer paper wastes are often better quality and of higher value
than post-consumer materials but if not recycled will still end up as waste going to landfill.

What is pre and post-consumer waste?*

Pre-consumer material

Material diverted from the waste stream during a manufacturing process. Excluded is
re-utilisation of materials such as rework, regrind or scrap generated in a process and capable
of being reclaimed within the same process that generated it.

Post-consumer material

Material generated by households or by commercial, industrial and institutional facilities in
their role as end-users of the product which can no longer be used for its intended purpose.
This includes returns of material from the distribution chain.

Figure 1 provides a visual representation of these waste streams, and the movement of

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A POINT TO NOTE: Mill broke is paper discarded at any stage during the paper manufacturing process. Mill broke is not
classed as recycled content according to Australian Standards as it is the “re-utilisation of scrap that is generated in the
paper making process which is capable of reclaiming the material for the same process that generated it”. However, mill
broke is referred to as pre-consumer waste in some overseas countries and some of their papers imported into Australia
are sold as recycled content. Papers marketed as recycled content that ONLY contain mill broke have not been included in
this Guide however it should be noted that some of the papers listed include mill broke as a component of the
pre-consumer fibre. Where relevant this is noted in Table 2.

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Beyond recycled content ~ other
environmental aspects of paper

It is worthwhile considering other environmental impacts associated with the manufacturing
processes in the pulp and paper industry and the use of the paper in the printing and design
process.

Understanding the full environmental impacts of the paper you choose can be a complex
matter and one that needs to be juggled with other procurement preferences for the paper
you purchase.

Impacts of the pulp and paper industry

Environmentally responsible paper users generally seek a wide range of environmental attributes
in paper stock, beyond recycled content. The pulp and paper industry has many environmental
impacts. Historically the industry has been a significant source of pollution from effluent and air
emissions. However, between 1990-2002 the Australian Paper Industry Council (APIC) reports
that its members have improved their environmental performance as demonstrated by the
following statistics®*:

62% decrease

in water use;
27% increase in waste
than sent to landfill.

There are many environmental considerations in selecting and using recycled content paper.
Unless we undertake a detailed life cycle analysis of paper manufacturing and the practices of
different mills, we are left to make value judgements on the best papers to purchase. Some of the
issues to consider include:

Resource Utilisation

Wood pulp is sourced by harvesting timber resources. The transition to more sustainable forestry
practices and investment in plantations, as well as greater utilisation of recycled fibres are ways
in which the impacts of wood harvesting can be reduced.

Liquid effluent

The pulp and paper industry’s discharges to water contain many chemicals, especially organic
compounds which deplete oxygen in receiving waters, harm aquatic life and reduce water quality.
Biological treatment plants are now commonly used to treat effluent, with the sludge generated
by the effluent treatment process usually landfilled, incinerated, applied to land, composted or
used in the manufacture of cement. However, on-going efforts are needed to reduce the volume
of wastewater and loads of sludge generated to further decrease environmental impacts from
paper manufacturing.

Bleaching

Traditionally, the chemical treatment of pulp fibres to reduce or remove
colouring matter and improve whiteness or brightness involved the use
of chlorine-containing chemicals (chlorine gas and hypochlorite) with
sodium hydroxide. Alternative bleaching methods have been
introduced in many mills, including elemental-chlorine free methods
(using chlorine dioxide instead of chlorine gas) or totally chlorine free
methods, which use hydrogen peroxide, ozone or enzymes.

Formamodine Alkaline Sulphuric Acid bleaching (FAS) has no chlorine
and is an alternative bleaching method for recovered paper. Oxygen
bleaching is a relatively modern bleaching process for wood and other
pulps, involving the use of oxygen in an alkaline medium to reduce
lignin and other dark-coloured components. The process reduces the
overall level of bleaching chemicals and lowers the biochemical oxygen
demand of the effluent.

Energy consumption

The paper industry is an energy-intensive sector, but is

becoming more energy efficient. For example, using recycled fibre
consumes 50% less energy than manufacturing paper

from new fibre.

Solid waste

Solid wastes from the pulp and paper industry are coming under
increasing scrutiny but are generally classified as non-hazardous. Mills

re-use much of the paper waste (mill broke) in new paper manufacture.

Fibres that are too small to be used to make paper end up in liquid
effluent as sludge. Many mills have found secondary markets or
applications for this material.

Air emissions

The main atmospheric emissions from the pulp and paper
industry include sulphur compounds, carbon monoxide, sulphur
dioxide, nitrogen oxides, Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs) and
particulates. Improved technology in gas cleaning equipment is
reducing emissions.

Water consumption

The pulp and paper industry consumes large amounts of

water, using an average of 28,660 litres of water per tonne of
production in 2001-2002%. Large-scale efficiency gains have
been made in recent years with on-site treatment and recycling
of wastewater resulting in a 62% reduction in water use since
1990. However, as with all consumers, continual improvement is
needed to reduce the volume of water consumed during paper
manufacturing to contribute to demand management.

Transport

Transport is a major cost element in the production of pulp and
paper and has an environmental impact. This includes transport
of raw materials and shipments of finished product to the
market place.

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Potential impacts of printing and design
The environmental impacts of paper do not stop with its manufacture
but extend into printing finishes and design processes.

Inks

Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs), are present in many of the inks
used by the printing industry. Many VOCs are toxic, and pose
environmental risks (such as harm to the ozone layer) and health risks.
When they react with sunlight they form smog at lower atmospheric
levels. When emitted indoors, VOCs can cause eye, nose and throat
irritation, headaches and loss of coordination®.

The inks used in a standard printing run are petroleum-based with a
VOC content in excess of 30%. These inks dry quickly, however the
petroleum content requires stronger and more hazardous solvents to
wash it off, thus contributing even more VOCs to the environment. The
effects worsen when a greater number of colours are used.

Fluorescent and metallic colours are popular with advertisers because
they are distinctive but they contain high levels of cadmium and other
toxic metals. These inks are more difficult to remove than standard
petroleum-based inks, intensifying the de-inking process®. Many
bright inks such as orange and yellow contain high levels of heavy
metals such as copper and chromium. If this paper is composted and
applied to land at high rates there is the potential for these heavy
metals to accumulate in the soil and impact on plant, animal or
human health. Similarly, if this paper is disposed of in landfills, these
heavy metals could leach to groundwater.

One possible solution to both environmental and health issues is the
use of vegetable based inks that are renewable and emit less toxic
VOCs. Furthermore, soy ink (a type of vegetable based ink) is better
suited to recycled content paper as it does not ‘wick’ (spread) as much.
Additionally, soy ink is removed more easily than petroleum based
compounds in the de-inking process of recycling®.

Inks and recycling

De-inking paper is a necessary step in the recycling process. It involves
‘washing’ the paper, by mixing it with water, a detergent and air to
form a froth, which is skimmed off before the pulp can be dried and
made into new paper®. This is an energy intensive process, made
worse when heavily printed paper or board (print coverage of above
50%) is de-inked.

Printing finishes and pulping

A number of printing finishes, such as laminating, the use of synthetic
glues and embellishments such as foil stampings are not conducive to
the recycling process as they make the pulping process more difficult
and cumbersome®.

Graphic designers can also assist by avoiding ‘bleeds’ that are then
trimmed. Ink extended beyond trim marks requires more intensive
recycling than ink within trim marks. It is also possible to consider
ways in which to use less intensive colours and inks that are less toxic.
